TRAINING SERVICES
Training includes grooming, conditioning, training services, and use of Peet Equestrian training equipment.  Any training equipment broken by horse during training, will be charged to client for replacement.
Training Fee Options:
· Full Training/5 Days A Week $ 950
· Partial Training/4 Days A Week $ 850
· Minimum Training/3 Days A Week $ 750
· Three Month Fall Training Special (Nov, Dec, Jan) $ 900
Mandatory Horse Equipment
Client to provide a day sheet (summer), and a blanket (winter) upon arrival at Peet Equestrian or we will purchase the items and charge prices back to client for the equipment. 

Discounts
Free Riding Lessons - When your horse is in “Full” training, you may have up to 2 Free Lessons per month on your own horse (excludes Sunday lessons). 
Lessons will not carry over to the following month.
Lessons on other horses will be charged normal lesson fees.

Flat Rate Charges Include: 
· Decorating: Carpentry, lumber, drapes, landscaping, lighting, set-up and tear-down, upkeep and cleaning. 
· Horse care: Box fan, matching halter and lead rope, feeding horse 3 times/day and cleaning stall 2 times/day, Horses groomed show ready per each class. 
· Staff and staff expenses: hotel and meal. (Show groom and Stall Cleaner)
· Work tack: bridles, bits, reins, saddles, saddle pads, jog cart, harness. 
· Grooming and Supplies: Shampoo, conditioner, hoof polish, show pepi, etc.
· Coaching of amateur and/or youth clients, on horse. 
· Groom & Stall cleaner expenses:  Hospitality and travel. 



Flat Rate Charges Do Not Include: Show Entries & Class Charges, Box Stall Fees & Bedding,
Hauling, Stall Fees (Groom, Tack, Feed, Dressing, & Lounge), Patron Program fee, Golf Cart, Veterinarian and Farrier Expenses, Early Arrival and/or Layover Charges, or any other out-of-pocket expenses incurred on behalf of the client or client’s horse, or the show. In addition to the previous listed fees, blankets, halters, horse caused damage to equipment and facilities, health care, etc. is the responsibility of the horse owner. Tack: All show tack is to be provided by the client, including saddles, show bridles, bits, reins, saddle pads, show halters, and breast collar. If unable to provide tack, client may rent show tack from Peet Equestrian.

PATRON PROGRAMS
Participation in the Show Patron Program is mandatory with Peet Equestrian. We feel it is very important to support each of the Organizations that put on the horse shows that we participate in.        One Patron Sponsorship will be purchased, and the cost will be split between each client and Peet Equestrian.  

TRANSPORTATION:
Peet Equestrian does not transport horses.  Transportation of horses is up to the Owner of the horse or we will arrange for a horse transportation company to ship the horse(s) to the show. Payment will be determined by the transportation company and paid by the owner.

IMPORTANT:
Show Flat Rate Fees and Hauling Fees must be received two weeks prior to departure for each show.  Show Entries, Class Fees, Box Stall Charges, & Office Fees will be paid by each owner's Credit Card or Check, prior to departure for each show. Any other fees incurred at the show will be billed to the client after the show.
